Lord, continue to invite us to stand up and walk alongside
the most vulnerable and marginalized people, especially
migrants and refugees. We want to offer safe harbor, a
loving welcome, and hope for so many who are in transit, so
often shunned or ignored. Nourish, by your example and
presence in our lives, our desire to remain committed to the
lives of so many people forced to leave their homes.

And like Thomas, may we end up believing in your
Resurrection through the testimonies of strength, hope and
resilience of all those who, although in need, become a
driving force in their new communities.
